th July 1907 York Street, junction with Duke Street. The omate facade of the Lioyds Arms public house is on Duke Street, to the left. It was demolished in 1934 to build the
inner city loop road. Workrmen are measuring shop property, this was nurnber 48 York Street, run by Mrs Sarah Ann Curtis At nurmber 46, to the right, business of Grayson
Binks, hairdresser. The entrance to Smithies Yard can be seen, then cutting for Timble Beck, which will fow into the river Aire  short distance away.”
